3.  HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION











Contact with acids liberates toxic gas-chlorine

Causes burns

4.  FIRST AID MEASURES












Inhalation:  
Remove from exposure, rest and keep warm.  If there is difficulty in breathing, give oxygen. Do not use mouth to mouth ventilation.  Obtain medical attention urgently.  

Ingestion:
Wash out mouth with water.  Have victim drink 240-300ml of water to dilute stomach contents.  Obtain medical attention.  Do not induce vomiting.  

Skin Contact:  
Immediately flood the skin with large quantities of water, preferably under a shower.  Remove contaminated clothing as washing proceeds.  Contaminated clothing should be washed or dry-cleaned before re-use.  Obtain medical attention if blistering occurs or redness persists. 

Eye Contact:  
Immediately flood the eye with plenty of water for at least 10 minutes, holding the eye open.  Obtain medical attention.  

Medical Assistance: 
Lung odema symptoms may usually develop several hours after exposure and is aggravated by physical exertion.  Rest and hospitalisation is essential.  As first aid, a doctor should consider administering a corticosteroid spray.  

5.  FIRE-FIGHTING MEASURES











Suitable Extinguishing Media:
Use extinguisher suitable to cause of fire.  Use fog equipment.  IN absence of fog equipment a fine spray may be used.  Keep drums cool by spraying water from a distance.    
Special Fire-Fighting Procedures:
Wear full protective clothing and self-contained breathing apparatus.   When involved in fire, toxic fumes may be evolved.  

Hazardous Decomposition Products:  
On contact with acids chlorine may be given off.  Can be violent and explosively reactive when in contact with ammonia and oxidising agents.  

6.  ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES











Spill Cleanup Procedures:  
Small spillages-Dilute-May be washed to drain with large quantities of water.  Neutralise with a suitable reagent and sweep aside to a safe place for subsequent disposal.  Wash residual liquid to drain with copious amounts of water.  Large spillages-Contain with sand or earth and transfer to suitable container for subsequent disposal by licensed contractor.  Dispose of hazardous waste in accordance with waste disposal and water authority regulations.  Wear appropriate PPE.  

7.  HANDLING AND STORAGE












Usage Precautions:
Use in well ventilated area.  Emergency shower and eye wash facilities should be readily available.  Avoid contact with eyes, skin and clothing.  Avoid inhaling vapour.  

Storage Precautions:

Storage area should be:  cool, dry, well ventilated and out of direct sunlight.  Storage tanks should be completely enclosed apart from vent and overflow connections.  Store in externally reinforced pvc, high density polyethylene or carbon steel lined with a suitable grade of rubber.  Suitable storage materials are:  plastic lined steel.  Do not store in metal drums.

Sodium Dichromate EH40 MEL=0.05mg Cr/m3 (may cause sensitisation by skin contact)

Sodium hypochlorite solutions decompose slowly on standing, with the production of sodium chlorate and sodium chloride and the evolution of oxygen.  

Materials to Avoid:  
Organic materials, Acids, Amines, Peroxides, Alcohols, Aldehydes Unsaturated oils, Oxidising agents, Ammonia, Ammonium salts, Iron, Copper, Nickel, Brass, Steel.  

Conditions to Avoid:  
Exposure to light, high temperatures, temperatures less than -5C  

Hazardous Decomposition Products:  
Reacts with acids generating:  Chlorine Gas

Health Warnings:
